CBA 2009 MUSICIAN OF THE YEAR
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Bill Askewand Dave Arthur at Award Ceremony

Well know local musician Dave Arthur is the
Canadian Band Association (ON) Musician of
the Year for 2009.
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Musician of the Year for the Canadian Band
Association. This list goes back almost 80 years and
includes the names of many prominent musicians
who have made significant contributions to the band
movement not only in Ontario but across Canada. As
the award is presently constituted, nominations are

submitted from the 35 member bands from across
the province of Ontario and then the executive
chooses by vote the most worthy candidate.

Dave Arthur is one of those people who quietly keep
society moving. El is consistently dedicated to the

He has always made music a priority in his life, and
the Wellington Winds have benefitted immeasurably
thereby. He was a founding member of the group
some 29 years ago and has, except for tyears
when he and his wife Barbara lived in Hawaii, been
intensely involved with the group ever since. In
addition, he has been a stalwart member of the bass
section of the Grand Philharmonic, both the large
and chamber choirs, and the touring Consortitatis
Choir.

He received a Bachelor of Science degree from the
University of Waterloo and a Master of Music degree
in music education from the University of lllinois,
where he was privileged to work with the legendary
Dr. Harry Begian. Dave of his spdtids while
working on that degree was band orchestration. This
skill he has put to stellar use for the Wellington
Winds over the years. He has arranged for the group
a number of important classics of the 2@entury
repertoire such asscenes from the Bat Cinderella
(Prokofiev) AtmospheregLigeti),Sleigh RidéDelius),
Valses Nobles et Sentimental@avel),Four Early
Songs (Berg), and, for brass choir, a superb
arrangement of theMasonic Funeral Mus{dozart.)

trombone and tuba in the Winds. He continues to
perform tuba with the brass quintet of the Winds.
After returning from Hawaii a few years ago, where
he had performed with a group similar to the Winds,
but also with a trombone choir, he has been
instrumental in fostering a fine trombone choir that
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meets monthly in the KW area. He is a skilled
conductor and the Winds have enjoyed working
under his baton on anumber of occasions. His
contributions to the ensemble are even more
astonishing when weemember that over most of
those years he has been a member of the Board of
Directors, often, as currently, as President. His most
recent task was to oversee the onde transition of
conductors for the group, which he carried through
with  his usual aplomb. Among his other
contributions to the group was a stint as librarian.

Dave is one of those people who is always there
when he is needed, and with a minimum of fusa
few years back the Winds received a grant from the
Region to build riserfor the main performance area

of the group, First United Church, Waterloo. Dave
was at the heart of this and oversaw the work that
went into finishing it. The risers have pesvto be a
boon for the entire music performance community in
the region. They are, however, heavy to move and,
once again, Dave is usually there to help with that
operation. This year he was behind the receipt of a
$20,000.00 grant from the Trillium fouation to the
Wellington Winds.

He was for many years head of music at Forest
Heights Collegiate in Kitchener, where he had an
outstanding band program and helped organize the
Central Ontario Band Workshop. Being a man who
likes new challenges, he chose finish the second

half of his career as a teacher of Physics at Cameron

Heights Collegiate, where he continued involvement
with extracurricular music. Over his playing career,
Dave performed in the Wilfrid Laurier University
Wind Ensemble, the Kitchen&vaterloo Symphony,

and at one time or another, most of the area

community bands. As recently as this past May, as

the convenor for registrations and housing, he was
instrumental in making the Symposiumdusic is for
Life the resounding success that it was.

Dave is a world traveller, not only with the Consort
Caritatis and the Guelph Chamber Choir, with whom
he has travelled in Europe, Russia, and China, but
with his wife in Central America and Asia. Itis easy to
lose track of him. A part of his travektinct arises
out of his passion and concern for the environment.
Upon retirement from fultime teaching, he
immediately undertook the presidency of the Ontario
Society for Environmental Education. He has been
active in trying to bring a stronger focus dhe
environment across the curriculum in our province.

Dave is a father of two and now a grandfather. He
was the contractor for the building of his beautiful,
forest-shaded home and did the renovations of his
Meaford cottage. He is a skier in the wintea
woodworker, and a vigorous supporter and attendee
of the KW Symphony. In addition, one will often see
him at other concert and opera performances.

One wonders, how one individual could achieve so
much.

Those of us who play in a band mostly because of the
music, for the comradeship, or as an outlet for the
instrument to which we have devotea snuch time
may forget that our passion also creates a story. Itis
important, and it deserves to be looked after with
care. For one thing, if we work to create a sense that
our band has a valuable history, everyone involved
with the group may be more &gely concerned with

its ongoing health. A sense of history should help to
instil a sense of pride in the community of your band.
What follows may provide a helpful guide as your
group works its way through the task of recording
and organizing its histgr

For the purposes of this guide we will divide the task
into three parts: gathering the documentary
evidence, capturing the oral tradition, and storage.

Documentary Evidence:

Identify a member of the band or someone closely
connected to it who would benterested in

This bibliography will include, as we move forward
into the digital age, more and more information
stored on computers. For example, get and archive
copies of anything by or aut your band or

members thagets posted on Yowbe and be sure
that all of the recordings that you make are properly
stored and indexed.

Try to learn where all of the archival record of your
band is stored. This can be a very jbig for some of
our more longlived groups. Turn to volunteers for
help with this. Contact the local historical society.
There may well be someone there who would like to
contribute expertise and time to the project of

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when a suftable project surfaces. Consider applying
for a grant from your locdieritage foundation for
professional help with the archival search. Consider
applying for a summer works project grant to hire a
student to do some of the grunt work of your project.
There will be lots of sorting, describing, and
cataloguing which a histg student from your nearby
university would be happy to do as summer work.

One easily overlooked source of archival material is
the record kept by a company that your band may
have hired to do its printing over the years. Ask it to
copy to your archivery files it may be considering
deleting.

If your organization has charitable status, itis a
matter of law that all minutes of the board of
directors (a requirement of charitable status) be
properly maintained and store.

You may be surprised by the amouwftprofessional
help that is available, free of charge. Remember that
it is part of the job of local librarians and archivists to
make the sort of information you are seeking
available. However, you should keep in mind that
AUk iBrariss. apcipeblic arrks:arp sfiqmeatically 5
understaffed and chronically underfunded.

Remember that once an artefact has been donated
to an archive it becomes the property of the archive,
no matter how personal the material may be. There
may be a srall charge for the use of such materials.

Always keep at least ten copies of each program. If
there is no printed program get someone to make a
print copy for the archive.

If you have a brochure and posters keep copies of
these as well.

Capturing the Aural Tradition:

Make a digital scrapbook.

digital copies of any photos that theyay have taken

of the group. Most of us can do this nowadays, so 4.

Problems will arise,
however, if with time the photos are lost.

Any time a member of more than ten years standing
retires, ask them to provide a short wen record of 5.

If you have pictures to talk about, be sure that

you meet in a wellit space with a good flat

surface.

The band Archive

All of this can add up to an onerous task, one that will
seem more worthwhile if the results can be put to
good use. Consider posgirmrchival sound clips,
photos, recent minutes, and reviews on your bands
web site. Keep a moveable notice board to take to
rehearsals where, along with current news, you

Think about having a hisyosocial every few
years where the members get together to reminisce
and listen to past performances. You can invite past
members and long time audience members to this
event as well. Finally, remember that there is no
telling when your archive will prade important
information to back up some future project.

If you suspect that this
might be the case, someone from the institution that
you are interested in will be happy to assess the
materials.

This would include monies to purchase adequate
storage materials and time for professional help.

Conclusions

Of all the archival materia that your band may keep,
the library is probably the most important. Be sure
that this is carefully looked after and stored. At the

Part of the tradition of bands
has been to compose new works for our bands that
often do not get beyond the library of the individual
band and tle same may be said of some valuable
arrangements. Once again, if your library needs help,
consider applying for a grant.

All performance groups approach businesses
for grants and ad space in programs on an annual
basis and often businesses feel they ge# ittit of
their ad or sponsorship. But it is clear that all
performances in communities depend on business
support. For hundreds of yegpgrforming arts
groups have needed a Medici. In fact amateur
musical groups are businesses that have very positive
economic benefits for communities. At our meeting |
suggested that performance groups and businesses
could help each other by actively working together in
a cooperative way.The overall principle is that We

approach has had a positive impact on the musical
scene in Orillia in the past two years.

During the discussion about how we could
create a partnership with businesses, | suggested that
we develop an arts coupon book. The initial idea was
viewed wth skepticism. As a matter of fact people
thought it wasnodt possibl e
gradually our first Orillia Applause Pack was born.
During the summer of 2008 | approached 23
businesses in Orillia with the idea of placing a coupon
in a bak that would be for sale by the seven members
of the Orillia Performing Arts Forum.

Included in the Applause Pack were coupons from all
seven arts groups. So when the book was published,
we had thirty coupons from businesses and arts
organizations. fie Orillia Wind Ensemble raised

over $5,000 in that first year and all other groups also
made a profit.
