With the construction of a bandstand in
Brampton's historic Gage Park in 1903, the band
began a 10§ear tradition of performing free
public summer concerts in the park. The band
also has a long, illustrious and proud history with
dozens of first place awards in competitions
spanning the decades of the past century and
continuing on into the current one. In 1930,
Brampton's Band became a legend across
Canada, earning nine firsts, twaeads and a
third at the Canadian National Exhibition band
competitions. During the period from 1947
1976, the band won twensight first place
awards in National and Provincial Music
Festivals including the "Triple Crown" of the
Canadian National Exhition's annual band
competition.

In the | ate 199006s and
the Band began participating in music
competitions to challenge the members musically
and to progress to a new standard of play. This
included backo-back Gold Stadard awards at
MusicFest Canada National Competitions in
Toronto (2000), Ottawa (2001) and Calgary
(2002). In 2003, the band achieved a Gold
Standard at the Atlantic Band Festival in Halifax,
Nova Scotia, and also performed as one of the
featured ensemés.
